Article 1 - Definition of a child

Children under 18 years unless national law provides for a lower age.

Article 2 - Equality and protection against discrimination

All rights apply to all children without exception. Countries must protect children against all forms of discrimination.

Article 3 - Securing the child's interests

Society must ensure the child's best interests when making decisions. The state is required to adopt specific rules to protect the child.

Article 4 - Implementation of rights The

State has an obligation to live up to the Convention words and intentions, including implementing necessary legislation.

Article 5 - Parental responsibility

Countries must respect the parents' responsibility to give the child the guidance which is most appropriate for their abilities and potential.

Article 6 - Right to life

The child's right to life and the state's obligation to ensure child survival and development.

Article 7 - Name and nationality

The child's right to name and nationality from birth.

Article 8 - Protection of identity

State's obligation to protect and where necessary restore the child's basic identity (name, nationality and family relations).

Article 9 - from parents of the child

The child's right to live with her parents, unless this is deemed incompatible with the child. The child's right to maintain contact with both parents, if living apart from one or both of them. State's obligation to restore such contact, if the separation is due to reasons initiated by the state.

Article 10 - Family Reunification

Children and their parents the freedom to leave any country and enter their own or in another country to be reunited or to restore the parent-child relationship.

Article 11 - Kidnapping and detention

State obligation to prevent and if necessary redo kidnapping of children abroad by a parent or third party.

Article 12 - Right to express opinions

The child's right to express an opinion, and claim that this opinion is respected in accordance with the child's age and maturity.

Article 13 - Freedom of expression and information

The child's right to express his feelings and views, unless this violates the rights of others, national security or public order. The child's right to seek, receive and impart information.

Article 14 - Freedom of thought, conscience and religion

The child's right to freely determine and practice his faith. State's obligation to respect the teaching of this faith.

Article 15 - Freedom of association

The child's right to freely join or assist in establishing associations, unless this violates the rights of others or the national and public interest.

Article 16 - Protection of privacy

The child's right to protection against arbitrary or unlawful interference with his privacy, including secrecy of correspondence.

Article 17 - Role of the media

State's obligation to ensure the child to access information from a wide range of both national and international sources.

Article 18 - Children's Education

State's obligation to ensure that the child's parents or guardians have the primary responsibility for child rearing. The state's commitment to guide and assist with this task.

Article 19 - Protection from abuse

State's obligation to protect the child from all forms of maltreatment by parents or others, and to prevent all forms of abuse and to alleviate their impact when they occurred.

Article 20 - Orphaned Children

State's obligation to provide special protection for children who have lost their parents and family, and to ensure alternative care or possibly adoption.

Article 21 - Adoption

State's obligation to ensure that adoptions be authorized only when it benefits the child.

Article 22 - Refugee children

State's obligation to provide special protection for children who are refugees or seeking refugee status, and to cooperate with the responsible organizations for the protection and assistance of refugee children.

Article 23 - Disabled children

A disabled child is entitled to receive the best kind of help, care and training to ensure the child the greatest possible confidence and ability to live a full and active life.

Article 24 - Health

The child's right to obtain the highest possible level of health and access to health services and medical care with special emphasis on preventive health care. Government commitment to reduce child mortality and to work towards the elimination of traditional practices that could harm the child's health.

Article 25 - Periodic inspection of children in institutions

State has an obligation to regularly assess the situation of children placed in care or treatment purposes.

Article 26 - Social Security

The child's right to benefit from social security.

Article 27 - Standard of living

The child's right to a living standard that ensures a physical, mental, moral and spiritual development. The parents' primary responsibility to provide this and the state's obligation to help.

Article 28 - Education

The child's right to education and the state's duty to ensure that primary education is compulsory and free for all children and that school discipline is dignified.

Article 29 - Teaching objectives

Society's responsibility to ensure that teaching is helping to develop the child's personality and abilities that prepare the child for an active life as an adult, promotes respect for human rights and developing respect for the child's own cultural and national values.

Article 30 - Minorities

Protection of children's right to live according to their own culture and to practice their own religion and their own language in countries where ethnic, religious or linguistic minorities.

Article 31 - Rest and recreation

The child's right to rest, leisure and participation in cultural and creative activities.

Article 32 - Child Labor

State's obligation to protect children from dealing with work that threatens their health, education and development, and to set minimum ages for employment and regulate working conditions.

Article 33 - Drug

The child's right to protection against the use of narcotic drugs and from being involved in the production or distribution of such funds.

Article 34 - Sexual exploitation

The child's right to protection from sexual exploitation and abuse, including prostitution and involvement in pornography.

Article 35 - Trading in and abduction of children

State obligation to make every effort to prevent the abduction and trafficking of children.

Article 36 - Other forms of exploitation

The child's right to protection from all forms of exploitation.

Article 37 - Torture and Punishment

The state's commitment to children who are arrested or detained. Prohibition of torture, cruel or degrading treatment, death penalty and life imprisonment. The child's right to legal assistance and humane treatment during detention. Detained children must be separated from adults and have the right to maintain connection with their family.

Article 38 - Armed Conflict

State's obligation to comply with international agreements on warfare, including ensuring that children under 15 years do not participate in combat operations and to reduce the recruitment of 15-18 year olds to the armed forces. Adherence to the principle that all children affected by armed conflict, must enjoy the protection and care.

Article 39 - Rehabilitative care

State's obligation to ensure that children who have been victims of neglect or ill treatment or exploitation receive appropriate treatment, so they can integrate back into society.

Article 40 - Treatment of lawsuits

The term child the right to prove his innocence, the legal and equitable, legal proceedings. State's obligation to pay special regard to young offenders, including the fixing of a minimum age for criminal offenses. Sanctions against children must be based on rehabilitation rather than punishment.

Article 41 - To the child's best

Nothing in the Convention to combat the national or international laws that are more favorable for the realization of child rights.

Article 42 - Public awareness of the Convention

State's obligation to make the content of this convention widely known in public, among both adults and children.

Article 43 - Establishment of a Committee on the Rights

UN selects an expert committee for international participants to follow the implementation of the Convention.

Articles 44-45 - the State's obligation to report to the Committee

Monitor compliance with the Convention's intentions.

Article 46-54 - Signature, ratification, entry into force and other technical matters concerning the Convention.
